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Handling of system for appeals about academic assessment results from students in inter-
graduate school classes
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Approved by the Academic Affairs Committee, Institute for the
Advancement of Higher Education on November 30,2018
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Article 1. A system shall be provided to accept questions and objections about academic assessment

results from students in inter-graduate school classes regarding course subjects other than
fundamental classes.
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2. The preceding paragraph shall not apply to course subjects in programs where a system to accept
appeals from students already exists.
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Article 2. Appeals shall be accepted from students in the following cases:
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1) Cases in which the student can objectively and specifically indicate that their academic
assessment results were assigned by a different method from the academic assessment method
stipulated in the syllabus or described during class.
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2) Cases in which the student can objectively and specifically indicate a clear writing error.

Article 3. “Academic Affairs Dpt., Academic Planning Division, Educational Planning and Graduate
School Unit” shall provide a designated form and shall be accepted appeals from students during a
designated period set for each academic period.
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Article 4. An Academic Assessment Result Screening Subcommittee shall be established as part of the
Committee on Special Issues for Inter-Graduate School in the Hokkaido University Institute for the
Advancement of Higher Education Academic Affairs Committee (hereinafter referred to as the
"Committee on Special Issues for Inter-Graduate School Classes") to review appeals from students.
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Article 5. The members of the Academic Assessment Result Screening Subcommittee shall be as
follows:
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1) President of Graduate School Education Division, Hokkaido University Institute for the
Advancement of Higher Education
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2) Around 2 members of the Committee on Special [ssues for Inter-Graduate School Classes
appointed by the President of Graduate School Education Division, Hokkaido University Institute
for the Advancement of Higher Education
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Article 6. The process for reviewing appeals from students shall be as follows:
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1) The student shall make an appeal to the Academic Assessment Result Screening Subcommittee

and submit it to “Academic Affairs Dpt., Academic Planning Division, Educational Planning and
Graduate School Unit”

2) The Academic Assessment Result Screening Subcommittee shall speak to the student and the
staff involved as necessary to determine the situation, and then compile their findings.
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3) The Academic Assessment Result Screening Subcommittee shall compose a response containing
the results of their investigation, and then present their response to the student.
